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Intelligence analysts must prepare detailed planning
products for the commander and staff for orders
production and the conduct of operations.

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Collection is synchronized to provide critical
information at key times throughout the phases
of an operation and during the transition from one
operation to another operation.
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Production is the development of
information and intelligence through the
analysis of collected information.
